PATRICE: It takes many hands to produce VISION and provide NRVC’s extensive ongoing outreach to discerners, parishes, campus ministers, and vocation ministers. 
♦ First we have NRVC and its members, who support our efforts through advertising, article ideas, and helping to get VISION to discerners. 
♦ Next is TrueQuest Communications, who NRVC contracts to manage the VISION ministry. TrueQuest has a team of writers, editors, and designers on staff to produce content. 
♦ TrueQuest, in turn, contracts ideaPort to program our online features and keep the VISION Vocation Network humming. Curtis will now tell you a bit more about that network.

CURTIS: I hope all of you are familiar with VISION annual guide. VISION was created specifically to help you reach out to discerners and make connections. But VISION has grown over the years into much more than the annual printed guide. 
♦ Our website, Vocation Network, receives hundreds of thousands of visits each year and features a wealth of material for discerners and those in vocation ministry. Our article index is well worth checking out, and, of course, discerners find many of our interactive features invaluable in their discernment, 
♦ including the Events Calendar 
♦ and the ever-popular Vocation Match, more on these in a minute. VISION is also available in a digital edition. and each year, we distribute thousands of prayer cards and posters to parishes, schools, campuses, and vocation offices. Vocation Awareness Week is just around the corner, so if you haven’t already done so, make sure to order your copies of VISION 2022 guides, posters and prayer cards.
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PATRICE: So, we really want you to appreciate that VISION’s reach is extensive. We are constantly working to engage discerners in new and varied ways: online, in print, at conferences, and via social networking. We feature several hundred VIDEOS of men’s and women’s communities and other participating organizations. We also produce short videos on prayer and discernment and religious life based on VISION articles. If your community has not submitted a short video to run alongside your VISION listing, we encourage you to do so to increase VISION reader engagement. VISION is also available in digital format that can be viewed online or via an app.

OUTREACH. VISION has been to every World Youth Day since 2011. We also participate in NCYC and other youth-infused events each year and connect with parishes and colleges through our annual resources.
ENGAGEMENT. VISION’s monthly E-Vocation newsletter keeps discerners engaged and interested in the discernment process.
CONNECTION. VISION helps discerners find Come & See and other discernment, service, and educational events sponsored by religious institutes using the VISION calendar. We encourage you to post your events here to get the word out to potential candidates and increase your opportunity for one-on-one connections with discerners.
TRENDS. VISION statistics provide insights into discerner reader demographics and trends
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CURTIS: And all of our outreach and engagement results in real numbers. There are a lot of statistics in this infographic, but I want to point out a few: 
♦ VISION welcomes more than 300,000 visitors to VocationNetwork.org every year. 
♦Of those, over 5,500 create new and unique VISION Match profiles each year. 
♦ VISION is distributed throughout the U.S. and Canada in print and worldwide digitally.
